diagram). Can you spot Sam’s next move?

Sam played 27. ...Re4. Hannah played 28. Rf3 preparing to

defend the pawn on d3 whereas 28. Qc3 was a better option
as Sam played 28. ...Rxc4 winning the pawn and eventually
the game with a neat finish.
