Lincoln’s Division 2 South team started the season with a 
visit to Boston’s new venue of Donkin-itec, this being the 
computer training suite on Main Ridge East just off John 
Adams Way owned by Boston stalwart Chris Donkin. 
 
Surrounded by lap-tops and other hi-tech gadgetry Lincoln 
got off to a poor start and after bottom three boards had 
finished Boston led 2-1 with wins for Chris Donkin and John 
Gilchrist for Boston with Charles Moss the only Lincoln 
player to have any success. 
 
This left the top board between Lincoln’s Ian McDonald and 
Boston captain Allan Marshall and we pick up the game after 
Ian as black has just played 35. ...Kc4 (see diagram) with 
an interesting king and pawn end-game in prospect. 
 
Play continued 36. f4 Kd4 37. f5 Ke5 38. f6 Kxf6 39. Kxd3 
Kf5 40. Kd4 Kg4 41. Ke5 and Allan has chosen to attack 
Ian’s remaining pawns 41. ...Kxh4 42. Ke6 Kg5 43. Kd7 h4 
44. Kxc6 h3 45. Kxc7 h2 46. Kb7 h1(Q) 47. Kxa7 Qc6 and 
white resigned. 
 
Had play continued 40. Ke3 Kg4 41. Ke4 Kxh4 42. Kf4 Kh3 43. 
Kf3 then Allan could have forced a draw and won the match 
for Boston, as it was we were happy to escape back to 
Lincoln with a 2-2 draw. 
 
Meanwhile, the next U18 tournament will be held at Lincoln 
Chess Club on February 9 th  whilst at the other end of the 
spectrum the first ECF Senior Chess Championships will take 
place at Izaak Walton Hotel in Dovedale starting on 28
